Seems like it was yesterday but our maintenance records indicate 

otherwise. We are discussing experimenting with a car tire on the rear of 

our bike--I don't know if Marc is trying to tell me that I am too heavy back 

there and therefore need a heavier-duty tire or what?! Since we ride mostly 

two-up (two persons on the bike versus just the rider (driver) and often pull 

the Bunkhouse or cargo trailer, the tires do wear out faster. Ours have good 

tread but have cupping which creates quite a wobble at low speeds. I just 

don't have any desire to be on board if the tire decides to blow one of these 

SIZZLING days. Take the time to check the pressure in your tires before 

heading out on any distance, especially your summer vacations. Even a 

pound or two of tire air pressure loss can really make a difference in your 

tires and the comfort, as well as safety, of your ride!

DRESS FOR THE ñSLIDEò NOT FOR THE 

ñRIDEò 

 

You see them a lot during these warmer months. 

Theyôre on cruisers, sports bikes and, yes, even 

GoldWings. You might even be one of them. Who 

am I talking about?  Iôm talking about all those 

riders out there in their short-sleeved shirts 

(sometimes tank tops), and fingerless gloves (or 

no gloves at all).  Sometimes they wear jeans but 

Iôve seen them in shorts with sneakers on their 

feet (Iôve seen them in sandals too). Sometimes 

they wear helmets, sometimes not.  Most of the 

GoldWing riders do wear helmets, maybe because 

we can hear the radio and intercom better. 

 

Iôm sure you know the excuses too. Thereôs the, 

ever popular, ñItôs too hot to wear all that stuff.ò I 

hear that one a lot. Then thereôs, ñAll that stuff is 

too restrictive.ò  That oneôs pretty common. Iôve 

even heard, ñIôm a good rider, Iôm not going to 

crash.ò   

 

I know that being an All The Gear All The Time 

(ATGATT) rider can be somewhat of a pain.  Yes, 

riding jackets and pants can be pretty warm; 

particularly if youôre in a lot of traffic.  However, 

the new mesh gear allows substantial airflows and 

it provides more abrasion protection than jeans 

and WAY more than you get from a short-sleeved 

shirt or tank top. 

 

I know that full-fingered gloves can be restrictive 

but they arenôt as bad as having your hands 

wrapped in gauze. Try buttoning your shirt with 

your index and middle fingers wrapped in about 6 

layers of gauze if you want to see what restrictive 

feels like. 

 

Yeah, boots can be hot but a stone kicked up by 

the car in front of you can break your toe. Casts 

are really hot, itchy too. 

 

Lastly, I seriously doubt that crashing his or her 

motorcycle is on anyoneôs ñThings To Do Todayò 

list.  Letôs see: ñGo to the Post Office. Drop off 

the dry cleaning. Crash the bike.ò  Somehow I 

donôt think so. While you may not plan to crash, 

someone out there probably didnôt get that memo. 

 
You can still ride in Tee shirts and shorts; of 

course theyôre UNDER your riding suit.  That 

gives you the benefit of sun/wind/abrasion 

protection and, when you get where your going, 

you can stroll about in Tee shirt/shorts, swap your 

boots for a pair of sandals and your good to go.  I 

know that proper riding gear can be hot especially 

when having to stop but a lot of the cloths can 

provide good airflow and keep you cooler in the 

long run. 

   

Remember, asphalt is unforgiving. It doesnôt care 

that the weather is hot, or how well you can ride. 

You should always DRESS FOR THE SLIDE, NOT 

FOR THE RIDE.
