Safe Driving Tips for Motorists 
 

About half of all motorcycle crashes involve a collision with another 
vehicle.  In many crashes, the driver never saw the motorcyclistðor 

didnôt see the rider until it was too late. There are many reasons why 
other drivers do not see motorcyclists. 
 

1. Most car drivers arenôt familiar with motorcycles and donôt look 
for them in traffic. 

2. Motorcycle riders often wear leathers which are usually dark in 
color and can easily blend into the background. 

3. Motorcycles are smaller than other vehicles, so they are more difficult to spot in traffic 

and can be hidden by other vehicles or roadside features. 
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4. Daytime headlight use does not give motorcycle riders much of an advantage anymore, 
due to the widespread use of daytime running lights on cars. 

5. The smaller size and single headlight on the motorcycle make it more difficult for other 
drivers to judge a riderôs speed and distance.

 General Guidelines For Riding A Motorcycle Safely 

 

          Be visible: 

                Å Remember that motorists often have trouble seeing 
motorcycles and reacting in time. 

                             Å Make sure your headlight works and is on day and   
                                    night. 
                                                        Å Use reflective strips or decals on your clothing and on  

                                                        your motorcycle.                           

Å Be aware of the blind spots cars and trucks have. 
Å Flash your brake light when you are slowing down and before stopping. 

Å If a motorist doesnôt see you, donôt be afraid to use your horn. 

Dress for safety: 

Å Wear a quality helmet and eye protection. 
Å Wear bright clothing and a light-colored helmet. 

Å Wear leather or other thick, protective clothing. 
Å Choose long sleeves and pants, over-the-ankle boots, and gloves. 

Å Remember ï the only thing between you and the road is your protective gear. 

Apply effective mental strategies: 
Å Constantly search the road for changing conditions. Use MSFôs Search, Evaluate, 

Execute strategy (SEESM) to increase time and space safety margins. 

Å Give yourself space and time to respond to other motoristsô actions. 
Å Give other motorists time and space to respond to you. 

Å Use lane positioning to be seen; ride in the part of a lane where you are most visible. 
Å Watch for turning vehicles. 

Å Signal your next move in advance. 
Å Avoid weaving between lanes. 
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Å Pretend youôre invisible, and ride extra defensively. 

Å Donôt ride when you are tired or under the influence of alcohol or other drugs. 
Å Know and follow the rules of the road, and stick to the speed limit. 

Know your bike and how to use it: 

Å Get formal training and take refresher courses. 
Å Practice. Develop your riding techniques before going into heavy traffic. Know how to 

handle your bike in conditions such as wet or sandy roads, high winds, and uneven 
surfaces. 

Remember: Give yourself space. People driving cars often just donôt see motorcycles. 
Even when drivers do see you, chances are theyôve never been on a motorcycle and 

canôt properly judge your speed.

Who, if anybody, evaluates whether Chapter Directors are acting in the best interest of 

their Chapter?  Could they be acting based upon their personal beliefs?  Would those beliefs adequately 

represent the desires of the general Membership?  Who could make that determination?  Why YOU, of 

course! 

 

     To be able to determine if the Chapter Director is ñon trackò, you will need to have a basic 

understanding of the Officerôs Handbook (OHB).  In this issue, I would like to present the Introduction to 

all GWRRA Officers provided by our Director.  This is found in page A-1 of the Handbook.  

 

 

Dear GWRRA Officers: 

 

You have accepted a very important and responsible position in our Association that will challenge you to 

provide leadership. A position to furnish an environment for our Members to come together to experience 

mostly FUN and CAMARADERIE; to enjoy riding their GOLD WINGS or VALKYRIES and, most importantly, 

take advantage of GWRRAôs RIDER EDUCATION. 

 

The network you now join as an Officer of GWRRA is wholly responsible for the communication link 

between the Association and our Members. By acceptance of this Officerôs position, all of us have agreed 

to support the ideals of GWRRA and to provide our Members with a relaxed, fun atmosphereé free of 

politics and religion. Politics and religion are a personal choice and should always be left to the individual 

discretion of the Members. Our sole purpose is to keep it simple, make it FUN, and say YES 99.5% of the 

time. The word ñNOò is not in our vocabulary unless it is absolutely in the best interest of our Membersô 

safety. 

 

This handbook provides you with background information about our remarkable organization. We hope 

you will refer to it often. If at any time you are uncertain about anything pertaining to your office, please 

call your appointing Officer and ask for assistance.

     Does the CD respond with ñnoò frequently, turning down reasonable requests and nixing reasonable 

suggestions?  See the last two sentences in the second paragraph. 

 

     Finally, does the CD act more like a boss than someone who serves?  The first sentence in the last 

paragraph reads, ñéas Officers, we are here to serve our Members, they are not here to serve us.ò 

 

     If any of these concerns are perceived as real within your own Chapter, challenge your CD to re-read 

Section ñAò of the Officerôs Handbook.  With a little cooperation, your Chapter may become even more
